Adult Learner of the Year

LYNDI ROBB from St Mary’s has won the Overall Adult Learner of
the Year Award for STV North region at a ceremony in the Marriot
Hotel in Glasgow in September. This award is given to adult
learners who through commitment, enthusiasm and sheer hard
work, have made the effort to improve their quality of life through
learning.

A school leaver at 16 Lyndi returned to learning three years ago
after speaking to a worker from Learning Around Project doing a
door-knocking session. Since then she has taken part in several
courses in Ardler and St Mary’s. Learning in the community also
gave her the confidence to complete a Counselling module at a
night class at Dundee University. The course included homework
which she managed to complete while still running her household
and helping her three children with theirs!

Growing in confidence, Lyndi went on to do a variety of ‘taster’
courses at Dundee College through the partnership with
Working for Families, and applied for a Wider Access course at
Dundee College.

Through her dedication and hard work, this hard working mum
completed the Wider Access course and has started a Degree
course at Dundee University studying Community Learning
and Development.

Paired Readingl Tiraining

The Youth Literacy Team will be running
training in Paired Reading starting in
September. This is a new initiative funded
by Cashback for Communities after a
successful pilot scheme was carried out
last year in partnership with the peer

mentors from another youth project in
Dundee, Xplore.

The training will cover how to carry out
the Paired Reading technique effectively
as well as some activities and discussion

around how having a literacy need can
impact on everyday life.

Most of the young people who will be trained as tutors will be S5 & 6 secondary school
pupils, who are perhaps hoping to go on to study teaching and would like something
different to add to their University application form. We have also had requests for

volunteering opportunities from recent graduates so it is hoped that they may like to
participate in the training.

On completion of the initial training the tutors will go on to put their new skills

into practise with young people who have been identified as requiring support with

their reading. It is anticipated that another group of young people will be given the

opportunity to participate in the training after the Christmas and New Year holidays.
